WHEN FLYING TO HIGH ALT AIRPORTS 

As the temps rise over 90 degrees, engines will 
run hot.  So if you see oil temp rising, level off 
and gain some speed.  Continue to climb when 
the oil temp has dropped a little bit.  We call this 
“stair-step climbing”.  Remember, you have to 
lean at these higher temperatures and altitudes.  
The fuel/air mixture will be too rich for the den-
sity altitude, on the ground as well as in the air.  
It is not uncommon for the density altitude at 
KAPV to be 6,000 ft. and at Big Bear, 9,000 ft.+ 

No more than 2 people and HALF tanks in 
the Cessna 172 or Piper Warrior to Big 

Bear or ANY high altitude airport.
